Silencing Dissent will examine societies in recent history and the present day in which power has
set itself against responsible civic engagement. We evaluate these authoritarian governments as
well as resistance against them, in the twentieth century and today. Topics begin with Nazi
Germany and Mussolini's Italy, and then we move on to other more recent developments around
the world. A variety of books and articles provide the readings. The class takes shape around
student-driven research, analytical essays, presentations, discussions and activities.

“Chess is everything—art, science, and sport,” said former Soviet world champion Anatoly
Karpov. This three-week course will integrate instruction in chess fundamentals with an art history
of chess. Students will learn and practice the rules of the game, checkmating patterns, opening
principles, basic strategy and tactics. Students will also explore the art history of chess through
case studies that illustrate both the beauty of chess and the ways that chess has mirrored culture
and politics. Assessments will include chess puzzles and game analysis, analytical essays and
presentations. No prior chess knowledge required.
